DATABASES:
Literature Resource Center (GALE) - Literature Resource Center is a current, comprehensive, and reliable online resource for research on literary topics, authors, and their works. Its coverage includes all genres and disciplines, all time periods, and all regions of the world.

Academic Search Complete (EBSCO) - Covering virtually every area of academic study, this multi-disciplinary database offers full text information for nearly 4,515 scholarly journals.

Biography Reference Center - Comprehensive, current, and easy to use, the Biography Resource Center contains more than 440,000 biographies on more than 340,000 people from around the world and throughout history. It combines more than 135 frequently consulted Gale biographical sources with more than 325 full-text periodicals and journals, more than 27,000 portraits and thousands of Recent News briefs on high-interest individuals. 

Funk and Wagnalls New World Encyclopedia (EBSCO) - Database indexes over 25,000 records, covering an array of topics. Full-text for each record is accessible by double clicking on the topic from the display. The database contains various images, offers brief biographies as well as information in a variety of subject areas.

Gale Virtual Reference Library - Provides online access with simple keyword searching to a host of encyclopedias and other reference materials for general study in a number of disciplines. Access this resources through our databases page.
