It’s on US to end

Sexual Harassment

and Sexual Violence

If you have experienced

sexual violence:
GET TO A SAFE PLACE as soon as possible.
CALL 911 or MC Campus Police 

PRESERVE ALL EVIDENCE (do not bathe, wash
your hands, or clean anything). If you must
change clothing, put all clothing you were
wearing at the time of the incident in a paper
(not a plastic) bag.
SEEK MEDICAL ATTENTION, immediately and
preferably at an emergency room.
